Invitations to surveys don’t
expire and respondents can be sent to any available survey. The responding sample is weighted to the profile of the sample definition to provide a
representative reporting sample. The profile is normally derived from census data or, if not available from the census, from industry accepted data.

All results are based on a sample and are therefore subject to statistical errors normally
associated with sample-based information.
